Then, very good, that means there is no point in waiting, I’ll send the Ship’s cardright away and wish you a safe journey. Of course Fenichka you understand me perfectly, and of course it’s unnecessary even to reiterate that if I could possibly send you the money for the trip right now, I wouldn’t wait a even single minute longer. But believe me, dear, that if I ask your Parents to help us to make the first steps, that means I can’t do otherwise (I can’t make it). And in order to put an end to this long separation and to arrange it so that our reunion takes place as soon as possible, we must have someone’s help. And I assume that your Parents won’t be against it. Even if it doesn’t make them upset, (If it won’t be offensive to them), tell them or let them read this letter themselves, that as soon as I settle down a bit (As soon as I am debt free), I’ll send them what they spent on your trip.

I will repay them, but the main thing is that it’s difficult for me right now, but in atwo months (years?) I’ll be able to show them my gratitude. But I just can’t wait any longer. I feel I’m at the end of my rope, that I can’t be without you any longer (that it’s impossible for me to be without you). I don’t know why, but for some reason, especially recently, I’m climbing the walls, I keep seeing you in front of me, all sad, and it gets to me so that I can’t even explain how I feel (this influences me so much that I can’t describe to you what I am going through).But the thought that in a month or two you’ll be here calms me down. But if this goes on much longer, I don’t know – it’s terrible to imagine. And I beg your Parents, if they can I’ll be eternally grateful to them. It’s not a large sum, and I hope they’ll do it (they will lend it to me).
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
